Board Minutes

August 11, 2008


Board Members present: Eric Skinner, President; Bill Fox, Norm Bosshardt, Dan Dodge, and Matt Eggers. 

Homeowners present: Chris Book, Mary Susan Elley; John and Sharon Sperberg; Ken Pschierer, and Janena Williams.
The meeting was called to order by Eric Skinner at 7:08 pm. Mary Susan Elley will be acting secretary for this meeting.
The minutes from the July board meeting were reviewed and corrected as follows: In the Treasurer’s Report, the two accounts written off due to foreclosure and uncollectible debt were Lot #54 (Robinson) and Lot # 46 (McGuire). Both lots currently have new owners who will not be held responsible for the previous debt. The minutes were approved as corrected.

Homeowner’s Speak-Out
Sharon Sperberg reported on vandalism to her truck window with white paint expressing a Sigma K and a period. Eric also had graffiti on his back wall. Both incidents were reported to the police. Sharon reported suspicious 16-17 year old boys running north on Riata. Ken Pschierer reported an attempted auto theft across the street from his home in July. Sharon also reported issues with cats (noise and spraying on window and doors) at her home, as well as dog feces in her yard. Eric did speak with Ann O’Hara on these issues. As Article VI, Section 5, addresses this as a nuisance issue, Ken Pschierer will follow up to ensure a timely solution. 

Treasurer’s Report as of 08/11/08

Dan Dodge reported we have received our second back flow certification notice. We will have these certified ASAP.

Three formerly late dues are now current – the bank paid $405.00 for Lot #46 (41 S. Honeysuckle), as well as Lot #63 (25 S. Riata) and Lot (Bellos).
Larson, owes $89.85, is on hold as this amount covers past due fines and late fees. Other fees due: Lot #2 of $28.00; Lot #4 of 34.00; Lot #45 (Hestand) of $602.06, sent to attorney; Lot #58 of $3.00, roll onto next year’s dues; Lot #67 of $378.00, has been sent to attorney but is at title company in foreclosure to be put up for sale October 29th; and Lot #83 of $28.06.

Eric noted he is getting a copy of our reserve account with a zero balance. Dan stated Mutual of Omaha has bought out Community Association Bank and he did not have the account number into which to transfer the funds. Eric will give him the information and the funds will be moved from Wells Fargo.
Architecture Committee 
The walk around was August 9th.  The issue on the gravel area was dropped. Bill stated that lumber or building materials put out for Big Trash would not be picked up. Kristin Skinner looked online at Gilbert compliance to note that in Gilbert big trash should be placed on the homeowner’s own property near the sidewalk. As to parking issues, the Board needs a clear definition of driveway to determine where to park. Currently, the CC&Rs state parking is on the driveway, or behind a gate. According to Gilbert LDC code, a gravel surface must be adjacent to the driveway, not across the yard. The home with no landscaping (Lot #37, Richardson) is at the attorney’s and a letter was sent on the plywood window cover. 
Our attorney is Travis Chandler, who is in self-practice now, specializing in HOAs. We will request a copy of every letter he sends out, for the Lot file copy. We are currently missing the second of three letters on Lot #37 plywood window cover to Richardson.
Social Committee
No fall event is scheduled. Mike and Brandy have expressed an interest to join.

Landscape Committee
In order to paint the entry walls off Lindsay, we would have to have homeowner approval. Matt Eggers will send out a letter on this. 

We are now using KGE Maintenance, LLC, with Steve Behnke at $700.00 a month. He is not charging extra for weed control. Plus he is licensed on backflow testing. We will use him this year.

Chris Book took care of the tree limb that fell in the last storm.

We have a sprinkler wire still needing repair. Steve Behnke is preparing a repair cost estimate. 

Ken Pschierer removed the dead tree in the basin and Bill Fox filled the hole. The tree was planted too low directly on the water table and died. A replacement tree should be planted higher up the bank on drier land.
Eric will speak with the homeowner on removing the large mesquite limb that hangs over the basin block wall into the homeowner’s yard. We need permission to enter the yard to remove the limb.

Matt Eggers stated the letter for painting the entry walls is ready for approval. Suggestions were made to be more specific on the details.

Janena Williams participated in the walk around on the 9th. Lot #25, Debbie Woods, will be sent a third letter with a fine of $29.00 plus $5.00 for certified mailing. A copy of the letter will be added to the Lot file. There were other violations: Lot #12, mesquite tree hanging over sidewalk; Lot #14, weeds, sent friendly letter; Lot #37, plywood window should be replaced with glass; Lot #63, repainting or touchup, friendly letter; and Lot #77, excessive weeds, friendly letter.
New Business
We need a replacement, with Ann O’Hara’s resignation as secretary. She has asked that the file cabinet be moved on Tuesday.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:18 pm.
