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Board Minutes
October 13,2008

The meeting was called to order by Eric Skinner at home of Bill Fox at 7:05 PM.

Minutes: previous minutes for September Board Meeting were reviewed and approved by
the group.

The HOA Board needs a Secretary. There was no news to report about someone who
might be a candidate.

Matt has made signs advertising for a new Secretary and new Board members to join the
Board starting in 2009. There will be two positions open on the Board, plus the Secretary
position. Possible candidates mentioned by the group were Chris and Marsha Book, and
Chris Hobbs. Ivan Dankenburg and Allen Hardon were said to be interested for Board
positions.

Homeownets Speak Out
e Tami Pscherer had taken pictures of some properties where vehicles were parked
on gravel in the front of homes.
o Ken Pscherer re-stated he is looking for guidelines and rules for the Landscape
Committee to follow in problem parking situations and during Committee walks.

e It was suggested Ken draft rules as he sees the issues to present to the Board and
then to amend/ incorporate into the document “Guidelines and Rules”.

Treasurer’s Report
e Dan Dodge was not present. No significant changes in income or reserves
believed last month by Dan Dodge, reported by Eric Skinner.

Architectural Committee

o Bill Fox reported KJE Landscaping says there is a wet spot growing in the Park at
the end of the South spillway from the street. It appears the water is coming from
Property #81 across the street. Liz Moore was contacted and asked to cut back on
the amount of water being used for plants, and the Moore’s have adjusted their
timer to use less water.

e Ken Pscherer said garbage cans in Park needed some modifications and he has
drilled holes in the bottom to allow them to drain water.

o Matt Eggers proposed the Park landscaping be changed to a more modern plan of
a buffer zone between the sidewalk and the grass areas. In the zone would be a
broad gravel area covered with small aggregate gravel; small boulders; small





[image: image2.png]shrubs and plants in rows with small masonry boundaries separating zones.
Multiple photos were provided to show examples in other nearby parks.

Matt asked if anyone knew of someone with a tractor that could volunteer
equipment and experience in this area of landscaping / planning / building?
Architects are too expensive to contract to do this type of work, but there are
landscape contractors that work on their own and do this type of work daily.

e Matt reported receiving release signatures from 2 property owners to stucco /
paint walls at entryways. Bids have been received for painting and stuccoing from
Professional Imaging and Sonoran Exteriors. Other bids are being solicited.

Norm Bosshardt made a motion to paint the 2 entryways walls from Lindsay,
motion seconded by Matt and passed. Paint and stucco estimated cost is $1,500.

New Business

Bill Fox discussed “security” and incidents experienced recently. Chris and Marsha
Book have given an update on their burglary experience. They were contacted by
police and advised their checkbook had been found in a “drug bust” in Mesa.
Information from Mesa Police had been passed to Gilbert Police about the discovery.
Other property taken in the break-in is still missing.

Three men have been apprehended who are believed to have been involved in the
Book home burglary and their pictures have been published in the Mesa Tribune. One
suspect is still “at large”. A copy of the photos (one page of a group of 4) is available
by contacting Bill Fox on request.

Chris and Marsha have shared additional information about prevention of burglaries,
property losses, and identity theft. A book is available for free from 2 sources titled
“Road Map to Crime Prevention”, published by Andrew Thomas, County Attorney.
Gilbert Chamber of Commerce has a few free copies available in their lobby; and it is
available from Maricopa County Attorney’s Office at 301 W. Jefferson, Ste 800,
Phoenix, AZ 85003. Or contact County Attorney Office by Internet on their Website,
crimefreeaz.com to ask for a copy.

Additional material from Chris and Marsha was given to Board Meeting attendees
regarding steps to take to prevent property loss and identity theft. An example is “do
not sign your credit cards — instead put PHOTO ID REQUIRED” instead. Copies of
“Attorney Advice — No Charge “are available by contact of Board Members.

Next meeting is scheduled for November 10, 2008 at home of Bill Fox.
