Board Minutes

September 8, 2008

Members present: Eric Skinner, President; Bill Fox, Dan Dodge, Matt Eggers, and Norm Bosshardt.  

Guests present: Chris and Marsha Book, Thelma Zufelt, Dean Richardson and Kristin Skinner.

The meeting was called to order by Eric Skinner at his home at 7:05 PM. 

Minutes: the minutes were not available from the August Board Meeting.

 Homeowners Speak Out

· Chris and Marsha Book described a burglary that occurred in their home in August on a Sunday Morning while they were not home. Several items were taken including a computer, checkbook and tools. Entry was apparently through a sliding door at the back of the house. A neighbor saw men going and coming out of the home and called 911, but police did not arrive in time before the burglars left.

· Thelma Zufelt had not attended a Board Meeting for a while and wanted to see what current issues were.

· Dean Richardson came as a result of receiving a 3rd notice of a lien demand letter due to the CC&R Landscaping requirements of plants and landscaping required for each property. A plan must be made and submitted to HOA Board showing where plants and types of plants are to be planted around the outside of his house. 

· Kristin Skinner talked about homeowner participation during and after the meeting. 

Treasurer’s Report, Dan Dodge

· No significant income or reserves reported last month. 

· Amounts in water bills were asked for this year? Dan responded about $555 in July and about $580 in August, less than 2007 months. 

· Letter received from Debbie Woods, Lot 25, was discussed with Eric.

· Property Tax Assessment to Summerfield Place was appealed by Dan and granted. Now $4.80 bill reflecting only common property.

· Janena Williams has received a bill of $200 on “back flow” testing service in the park done by KJE by way of computer mail.

Architectural Committee, Ken Pschierer

· A letter was sent to Dean Richardson, Lot 37, by Summerfield Place Attorney Chandler Travis about the plants and landscaping requirements and a lien can placed on his property foe non-complience. Mr. Richardson stated he had not received any letter notices before from anyone regarding the deficiencies. Eric asked if he had called Chandler Travis to ask reasons? He said he had given the latest letter to his wife who attempted to make a call, but could not talk with Attorney Travis. He was asked if he received a letter regarding the plywood installed in a window on the North side of the home? He said, yes, and the window was replaced (glass).

· Mr. Richardson said “I can do nothing at this time due to lack of income” on landscaping and plants.

· Eric Skinner reminded Mr. Richardson the first step is to come up with a plan showing location and type of plants to be planted, and it must be submitted to HOA Board in a timely manner. Phone numbers were reviewed to see if they were current for the parties.

· A letter received from Debbie Woods, Lot 25 forwarded to Dan Dodge.

· Mesquite trees in the Park were trimmed where they had grown into the street and vehicles (school bus driver complaint), were having to steer around the limbs hanging down into the street. Ken had trimmed some of the larger branches. 

· Vehicle driven through the Park: More boulders are needed to reduce the space between existing boulders and a gate would be needed for landscaper entrance. Park improvements were discussed. Additional “no motorized vehicle” signs have been hung in the Park. 

· Movies in the Park: A Park neighbor, Dwayne, has offered to loan a projector and a screen. Matt said that Brandi, potential Social coordinator is friend of Dwayne and they can work together. Tentative date of 10/25/08 was established. Budget was questioned and Dan said no separate fund is required and there is money in the budget to hold the event. Eric would not be available on this date.

Old Business

Ken asked about the policy for parking in Summerfield Place. Bill Fox handed out a document listing 3 items to be used as a guide. Dan Dodge stated Town of Gilbert Ordinance should be number one on the list. He made a motion to include Town Ordinance on Parking to change the “Guidelines and Rules”. Norm seconded and the motion was unanimously passed. 

Signature project to change CC&R’s was discussed, and the number of signatures required is near. But there are other considerations. Matt related that a signature project to change CC&R’s must be completed in 90 days from the start date. Fence painting permission signatures project is compete. 

New Business

 Bill Fox discussed Security. An email had been received from the Town of Gilbert suggesting off duty police officers be considered to hire part time in Summerfield. Terms of these officers were discussed: One officer is $60 dollars an hour and there is a minimum of 3 hours commitment for the day / night.  Board members declined the offer due to large expenses at this time. Bill Fox will decline the Town offer and ask Gilbert Police for continued patrols to drive through our neighborhood.
