7:06 Meeting called to order by Eric Skinner at home of Bill Fox.

Unpaid accounts will be transferred to 2009 invoices. Accounts previously sent to the lawyer will be followed up by Eric. 

Summary of expenses report submitted to the board. (Titled: Transaction list by Vendor). Town of Gilbert Utilities (water) has been excessive for September. September bill was $1063.21. Eric will consult with the current landscaping company. 

Insurance policies for D&O and liability will need renewal. Farmer’s Insurance will provide quote for coverage. Bill Fox requested “Declaration Pages” from current insurance policy and sample policy from Farmers for comparison in order to see if we can obtain comparable coverage for paying less premiums to Farmers. Bill Fox will get estimate for coverage.

Bill Fox has received estimates for both entryway’s stucco and painting. The Board members previously approved the expenses for the stucco and painting. Eric had current bids from 2 sources, Bill Fox had 2 bids, and Matt Eggers has a third bid coming this week. Bill has also received estimates for trimming mesquite trees in the park from Phoenix Trim-A-Tree ($1,470.00) and from Al’s Tree and Yardwork ($3,520.00). Both bids include removal of large tree limbs hanging over the North Park wall into two property owner’s back yards requiring signature forms from two owners. 

A motion to approve the tree trimming by Phoenix Trim-A-Tree was unanimously approved. Matt purposed the motion and Norm seconded the proposal. 

Social: Matt Eggers

Movie night in the park was well attended by approximately 50 people. Popcorn, hot dogs, drinks were all provided by the Association. Eric asked the titles of movies shown and there was agreement the movies were well received.

Matt is monitoring and updating the website. Advertisement for Board positions has been posted by Matt at 5 Post Office box locations. There has been little interest shown for 2009 nominations to the HOA Board. 

Architectural Committee: Ken Pschierer

November walk review is planned for next Saturday. Janena was responsible for sending October letters. Uncertain if these have been sent. 

Vehicles parking guidelines have been revised for clarification. There remains some uncertainty and interpretation of the Land Development code by Tami Pscherer and Dan Dodge. The Town Attorney will be contacted. 

Eric motioned to accept the updated regulation for vehicle parking, Norm seconded the motion. The vote was 4-1 with Bill Fox as the nay vote after a discussion of documents that was provided to Board Members regarding the definition of vehicles, The State of Arizona Parking Laws and Town of Gilbert Parking Codes.

Matt has purposed that the Board consider an outside company to monitor violations and send letters and fines. He is going to get estimates and present at next meeting.

Tami Pschierer and Allen Hardon will update the directories for 2009. These will not be available until the early part of next year. 

Landscape Committee: Ken Pschierer

Receptacle has been added to the park.  A receptacle near the backstop is still pending.

Old Business: boulders and landscaping in the park tabled until next meeting. Bill Fox asked Chris Book to look into boulders and costs. CC&R update is a dead issue. Bill spoke with a lawyer and said the signatures are no longer valid. Signatures must be completed in 90 days.

New Business: Matt has a contact researching grants and funding for park playground equipment. 

Annual meeting has been scheduled for Saturday January 17th or January 24th. The meeting will be held in the park with a cookout prior to the meeting. 

Meeting was adjourned at 9:04. Next meeting December 8, 2008.
