Board Minutes

September 11, 2006
Members present:  Eric Skinner-president, Ann O’Hara,. Dan Dodge

Absent:  Ken Pschierer, Bill Fox, Matt Eggers  Guest:  Chris Kelly
The meeting was called to order by Eric Skinner at 7:30pm.
Minutes from the August HOA Board meeting were reviewed.  Motion to accept by Eric, 
seconded by Dan.
Treasurer’s Report – Dan Dodge
Checking account balance is $22,100.75, Reserve (Savings) Account is $6,460.00.
Dan has just returned from vacation, has not had time to talk to a CPA.  (Prior one has been 
removed).  Dan is doing the accounting, but we need a CPA to do periodic reviews and to 
file our taxes.

Social Committee – Tami Pschierer- absent
Tami sent in report by e-mail.  Social committee met Aug 31st, and made suggestions for a fall 
festival to be held Saturday, November 4th.  Tami may not be available to help with the 
arrangements, so need community members to step up to this.  At the present there are 
not enough willing to take on this responsibility.  Board discussed that with planning for 
Christmas event coming close behind this event, it would be okay to skip the fall festival 
this year, and let the committee focus on the Christmas plans.
Dan reported that the budget for the Social Committee is $15/month, $430/year.

Landscape Committee –  Eric Skinner.
Unfinished business from a prior meeting (June) was the rusting poles on the backstop in the 
park.  Eric stated he will measure and obtain replacement poles.
Two of the stone benches on the south side of the park have been overturned.  Eric will take care 
of this, (with a little help from his friends).
Architectural Committee: -- Chris Kelly.
Unfinished business from August meeting:  Board has not made final decision as to whether 
HOA will assume responsibility for painting street-side (and park) walls every 5 years.  
(See August meeting minutes for discussion).  Decision postponed again due to the 
number of Board Members absent from this meeting.
Chris reported that all 4 committee members did the September walk-through.  
Unfinished business from the August meeting: question as to whether white vinyl would be an 
approved change for the homes in the neighborhood.  Board agreed to approve, since (1) 
black/brown frames are difficult to find in the energy efficient windows, (2) once covered 
with dark framed sunscreens, window frames are scarcely visible, and (3) white still 
blends with appearance of the neighborhood.  Does not require CC&R change, since not 
addressed there.  Eric & Dan agreed to officially give approval to homeowners at 633 E 
Silver Creek (Carr, lot 23) to install white vinyl windows, as requested by Chris.
Last month Eric and Ken spoke to the homeowners at 710 E Sierra Madre (Larson ,lot 83) 
regarding the trailer frequently parked on the street and the long-term “landscape-in-
progress After hearing homeowner’s plans, it was decided to allow a little more time to 
watch for  progress/compliance.  As of this month the trailer remains in the front yard.  
Eric will speak to homeowner again.
Rental home at 110 S. Riata (Schmidt, lot 14) again becoming a problem with weeds, and with 
untrimmed palm shedding into neighbor’s yard.  Board agreed that since discussions with 
renters have already occurred, letter should be sent to homeowner as well as to renters.  
Responsibility ?
Old Business regarding Town Ordinance addressing vehicles parked on gravel in front of home & 
number of vehicles allowed in front of home.  Eric reported that as far as the Town is 
concerned, it is okay to park on gravel in front of home, and there is no limit specified as 
to the number of cars that may be parked in front of a home.
Old Business

Picnic table revisited:  It was agreed to table one more month, (2nd time), due to the number of 
Board members absent from this meeting..

Street lights:  Two reported out in the neighborhood, but the only one Board members aware of is 
the one adjacent to the east side of the park.  Repair request has already been made by 
Eric.
Playground equipment:


- No Town grants available now.  Is that the same as neighborhood block grants?


 - Insurance carrier – Do we have specific liability concerns?  Eric will follow.

 - Who would design, locate, build play area?  Committee?

New Business:  
Dan has a catalog for mail boxes.  The money remains in the Reserve Account, since it was not 
included in budget when postal service bought the new ones.  Need to check on how 
many new individual boxes (in gang box) are needed.  Not assigned.
Newsletter.  There was discussion about being able to retire newsletter, since the web site is 
active.  Could we just post current notices near mailboxes, as we have done on a smaller 
scale in the past?  After discussion, Board agreed that there is still a need for the more 
personal contact of a newsletter.  In consideration of those who have carried this 
responsibility, it was suggested that delivery could be made by the Architectural 
Committee as part of their walk-around, or by volunteer walkers (solicited by article in 
the newsletter & on web site), or by neighborhood (reliable) teenager for a small stipend.  It was also suggested that the newsletter continue to encourage homeowners to look to the web site for all the various types of information available.  (i.e.  “Streetlight out?  Call ________”)
